Just a quick note to share the continued progress being made onsite.
Since the first annual Food drive:

The construction company has moved out of the space just south of the Casa. We
have conditioned the same area as additional parking.

We have opened the Casa Caffe. The grand opening was well attended with a
line out the door full of intent to get coffee & pastries. Stop on by it's open Tuesday
through Sunday. There is “socially distanced” seating in & outside of the building.

Easily seen & now easily accessed:

New signage has been installed in the big street facing sign, goodbye “London
House,” Hello Casa ltaliana! Thanks to Mike Albanese who donated time & materials
to install the new lower sign! Thanks also go out to Maureen Hoffman who has been
extremely helpful in creating the Casa logo & generating print/camera ready graphics
required. To top it off, she worked with the sign company to facilitate the signage that
has gone up in & outside of Casa.

We have removed/reconfigured the chain link fence to allow for easier access,
more parking, & and a much more inviting look to the property.
